members.  This last Monday, June 20th, we received over $900 in donations at the meeting! 

Garden:  Still working at the gardens.  Now is the time to weed!  Also working on beans and carrots, and doing some harvesting. 

Lakefair:  Bill Moore reported there are 35 member needs per day.  Holes on Friday 8P – 11P and Saturday no pm supervisor.  

Need volunteers for Sunday!  Supervisor training will be Monday July 11th  at 6 pm ON SITE.   

WAVA Key Club:  The teacher who was the club advisor has been RIF’d; the school says it will assign to another teacher to be the 

advisor.  Jeff Gruber will be meeting with the advisor, and we have 3 returning members from this year.  Need 15 members to be 

recognized as a real Key Club. 

Key Clubs and Cancer Relay for Life:  DeWayne reported we have both Capital and Olympia high school Key club members 

participating.  They have raised over $1,500 so far.  We have food, tarps, tents, and chaperones for this Friday and Saturday – June 

24th and 25th.   

Law Enforcement Camp:  Jan reported the camp is going forward with 25 students, beginning July 24-30.  Everyone is welcome 

for the graduation ceremony on July 30th at 2 p.m.  She is still lining up speakers and sponsors for the students.
